Looking after the money
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Everyone can have their own Individual Budget and stay in control.

There are different ways to look after your support money.

Some people look after it on their own. But other people need someone else to look after it.
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Disabled person
	The money goes straight to the disabled person.

That person puts the support money in a bank account and looks after it. They pay people and write down everything they spend on their support to show the Council.
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Agent
	The money goes to a person’s Agent, someone who agrees to act on the person’s behalf.

The Agent spends the money on the support the person needs.
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Trust
	A Trust is a group set up to act for the disabled person.

The social services department has a contract with the Trust. Support money goes into the Trust’s bank account.
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Broker or intermediary
	The disabled person pays an independent broker to control the money for them. 
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Individual Service Fund
	A service provider keeps the person’s money. They make a special account in the organisation’s accounts – just for that one person.

The person has to pay the service provider a ‘management fee’. But the rest of the money is only for that one person’s support.

The support must be ‘tailored’ - specially designed for the person.
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Care Manager
	The Care Manager acts for the person.

The Care Manager plans and organises services for them.
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
